 RULES AND PROCEDURES 

Submissions are now open for article publication in the Boca Journal. We invite 

basic and higher education teachers, graduate students, researchers, and specialists to 

contribute their work. Undergraduate students may submit supervised articles, provided 

the supervising professor takes responsibility. Co-authored works are accepted as long as 

one of the authors assumes responsibility at the time of submission. 

 

Publication Guidelines 

Articles will be evaluated by the Editorial Board in accordance with ABNT 

standards for Portuguese-language articles and APA standards for international articles. 

Evaluation criteria include theoretical consistency, relevance, and originality. The content 

of submitted works is the sole responsibility of their respective authors. 

Only accepted articles will be published in the Boca Journal. Texts may be 

submitted in Portuguese, Spanish, or English. Approved articles will be published in the 

original submission language; the journal does not provide translation services.  

 

General Information for Submission 

Manuscripts must be submitted in Word format. 

The author declares authorization for publication, and all co-authors are aware of 

and agree to the publication. The article is original, except for cited elements for which 

proper permissions have been obtained. Boca Journal reserves the right to make the work 

available online and to index it in appropriate databases.

Accepted Article Types 

1. Original Articles: Unpublished studies focusing on academic research. 

2. Review Articles: Systematic reviews of existing literature. 

3. Experience Reports: Descriptions of relevant practices and experiences. 

4. Technical Articles: Analyses of practical and methodological issues. 

5. Case Study: Analysis of a single case or small academic group. 

6. Technical Report: Description of new methods or tools.  

7. TCC: Final papers related to research themes. 

 

Included Services in the Publication Fee: 

• Layout and formatting; 

• Journal ISSN; 

• Formatting in accordance with guidelines; 

• Individual DOI for each article; 

• Acceptance Letter; 

• Certificate of Publication. 

 

Fees: 

• Submission is free. Payment is only required upon article acceptance.  

• The publication fee is R$ 1.500,00 (One thousand five hundred reais) per 

article. 



 

• Payment can be made via PIX or credit card (up to 4 interest-free 

installments via InfinitePay), or via PayPal for international payments. 

 

Deadlines: 

• Submission Deadline: Submissions are always open, and publications follow 

a continuous flow. 

• Journal issues are monthly, starting on the first business day of each month. 

Final submission deadline is the last business day of the month. 

• There is no annual limit for submissions. 

• Evaluation Timeframe: 120 hours (5 businesses days) 

 

Authorship Guidelines: Author/Co-author/Supervisor: 

• Up to 8 authors per article are accepted.  

• To add more co-authors, a fee of R$ 30.00 per additional author will be 

charged, allowing up to 15 authors in total per article. 

 

Double-Blind Submission: 

• Initial submission must not contain author identification. After review, author 

names will not be included in the acceptance letter. 

• The final version including author names must be submitted after acceptance, 

following the provided template. 

• Author order is the responsibility of the corresponding author. The journal 

does not distinguish between main authors and co-authors in publication. 

 

Continuous Publication Model 

• Boca Journal follows a continuous publication model. Accepted and paid 

articles will be published within 7 businesses days after payment 

confirmation.  

 

• Indexing Deadlines:  

o DOI: 1 business day after issuance of certificate; 

o General Indexing: 30 days after publication certificate issuance.
